Required phrase in press releases or other text-only pieces

When writing about your Horticulture Innovation Lab project in public communications — press releases in particular or
other text-only articles such as a journal article or blog post — you are required to include a phrase in the text
substantially similar to:

« . supported by the Feed the Future Innovation Lab for Horticulture with funding from the U.S. Agency for

International Development, as part of the U.S. government’s global hunger and food security initiative. »
